What’s in a
Name?

Often quite a lot.

Look at name changes among
major sports teams. In an effort to
(finally) drop names offensive to
Native Americans, the football fran-
chise in Washington dropped
“Redskins”and baseball’s Cleveland
team stopped using “Indians.” Re-
cently the Global Catholic Climate
Movement changed its name. Dis-
cerning that GCCM was a mouthful,
that it didn't translate well to diffe-
rent cultures and languages, and
that it had sort of a corporate or ins-
titutional feel, the board and orga-
nizational leaders  consulted
widely, prayer about this move, and
finally decided on “Laudato Si Mo-
vement” as its new name. One of
those consulted, who blessed the
new name on Pentecost, is the
author of Laudato Si, a document
considered by many the most outs-
tanding accomplishment of Pope
Francis to date. It's an interesting
change. Often a"movement”achie-
ves some success and then beco-
mes more institutional, or at least is
considered as such.

In this instance, a“movement” very
much remains one with a name
indicating even less institutionali-
zation and more action, walking to-
gether, creating something, pus-
hing forward—well, moving! The
change also has a fascinating featu-
re. “Laudato Si”is a prayer praising
our Creator God: praise be to you.
Not a God who once created, but
One who is creating. Who's not fini-
shed. Who works through us to
continue creating, or re- creating,
the face of Mother Earth, our
Common Home. So when we say
“Laudato Si” we're doing a lot more
than referencing a great document;
we're praying. So let us celebrate
the name change in the best paossi-
ble way: by becoming real stewards
of creation, and by consciously pra-
ying that name. Laudato Si!

"Having verified that Father Alloatti - said Archbi-
shop Cesare Nosiglia, Archbishop of Turin, on June
16, 2021, opening the process of beatification - has
had and has more and more acquired a great repu-
tation for holiness, recognizing how he can be a
luminous model for the Vincentian Family and for
the whole Church, and wanting to accept the
request of the postulator, Father Giuseppe Guerra,

steps were taken to request the nulla osta from the Congregation for the
Cause of Saints, which granted it on February 26, 2019. Likewise, a favorable
opinion was obtained from the Piedmontese Episcopal Conference on March
2,2021°"

On Monday, July 12, 2021, with the second and third Sessions, the Diocesan
Investigation of his Cause continued. The sessions were held at the House of
the Daughters of Charity of San Salvario, where Archbishop Cesare Nosiglia
established the seat of the Tribunal. Therefore, the witness hearings began in
San Salvario. However, before the withesses began, the members of the Histo-
rical Commission appointed by the archbishop (Father Luigi Mezzadri, Father
Luigi Nuovo and Sister Maximiliana Nikolova Proykova) had taken an oath to
fulfill their task with fidelity and rectitude.
